	Moderate intensity, ranging between 3-6 on an 11-point numeric scale.
	Some interference with a patient’s activities, participation, and quality of life.

	SEVERE
	High intensity, ranging between 6-8 on an 11-point numeric scale.
	Not life threatening, but has considerable interference with a patient’s activities, participation, and quality of life.

	CATASTROPHIC
	Significant intensity, ranging between 8-10 on an 11-point numeric scale.
	Life-threatening and could result in death, totally disrupts a patient’s activities, participation, and quality of life.



Note: The overlapping numeric scores provides the flexibility to account for symptom subjectivity. For example, if a patient reported an adverse event with symptom intensity of 3 (overlapping between a “mild” and a “moderate” severity), the impact of the symptom on the patient’s activities, participation and quality of life could be used to determine the adverse event severity.
